Converting Your Course

First, you will need to ensure your course is marked as unavailable. You can do so by clicking
the padlock in the top-right of the screen (it will be red once your course is unavailable).
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When the padlock is red, the pencil icon should appear next to it.
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Click on the pencil to turn on preview mode.

After you click the pencil, you will see the following pop-up window.
